I am so thankful for the effort both of these ladies have put into
this project. It would not be happening without them. I have
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been amazed at the amount of time they have dedicated
and their willingness to make the trip and cut short their
time with their families during the Thanksgiving holiday.

Stephanie and I were able to visit with a couple of the
teachers and Xiomara Perez, the director of the school,
when we went with a group from Jackson Christian
School to Leon in March. We made an adjustment or two
after hearing their concerns. We discussed how things
were going and how lessons would differ for teenagers.
It was very encouraging. What a wonderful place the
school is! Not only are students provided an education to
open doors to different opportunities, but they are also
daily being taught about God and his amazing grace
toward us all!
